Have you Failed in Your Plan?  
  
B.B. McKinney, in both writing and conversation with friends, recalled the circumstances surrounding the writing of this hymn.  
In 1924 while he was teaching at Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, he went to Allen, Texas, for as Sunday School 
Conference.  The preacher for the conference had made a passionate plea for the lost to accept Christ, closing with the words 
"Place your hand in the nail-scarred hand."  This statement so gripped McKinney's heart and imagination that he jotted it down 
on an envelope. 
  
As the meeting closed, a threatening storm cloud came up, requiring McKinney to rush to the home of Mr. and Mrs. Elzir Leach 
where he spent the night.  During the terrible storm which struck immediately upon his arrival at the home.  McKinney com-
posed the first stanza of "The Nail-Scarred Hand."  Before retiring he had completed the other stanzas and the music. 
  
It was first published in Coleman's, Harvest Hymns (Dallas, 1924).  Coleman later included it in his larger hymn collection, The 
Modern Hymnal (Dallas, 1926), which later was published by the Baptist Sunday School Board, Nashville, Tennessee.  Then, as 
editor of The Broadman Hymnal (Nashville, 1940), McKinney included his song written 15 years earlier.

And as I played “Amazing Grace”, the workers began to weep.  They wept, I 
wept, we all wept together.  When I finished I packed up my bagpipes and 
started for my car.  Though my head hung low, my heart was full. 

As I opened the door to my car, I heard one of the workers say, “I’ve never seen 
nothin’ like that before, and I’ve been putting in septic tanks for twenty years.”
